DEVICES OF EXAGGERATION
HYPERBOLE – a deliberate exaggeration used for dramatic 
      effect.
i.e.  
That wrestler is the size of a mountain!

That milk is as old as my great grandfather.

IRONY – two types

a) Dramatic Irony – an unanticipated twist on what is expected

i.e. 
“It’s meeting the man of my dreams and then meeting his 
beautiful wife.”
b) Verbal Irony – is a statement of one thing when the opposite 
   is intended

i.e.
“What a beautiful dress!” she said, looking at her friend’s 
orange bridesmaid dress.
METONOMY – the part of an object that represents the whole.
i.e.
All hands on deck. (hands representing the whole person)


I can’t go. I haven’t got my wheels (wheels meaning car)

EUPHAMISM – the use of mild or indirect expression instead of 

       the harsh reality; a purposeful understatement.

i.e.
Passed away = death
