LIMERICKS
- are short, nonsense poems with the intent of amusing the reader
- must stick to the following rules
- 5 lines in length

- lines 1, 2, and 5 rhyme with each other and have the same pacing

- lines 3 and 4 rhyme and they are shorter

--- line 1 – introduces the subject and perhaps where he or she is from

--- line 2 – tells something (possibly odd) about the person

--- lines 3 & 4 – builds up the peculiarity mentioned in line 2

--- line 5 – ends the limerick with an expected or funny conclusion.  

     This should make sense based on the previous information.
- they have a lyrical / rhythmic quality to them

-example

I remember a fellow named Louie
Who ate seventeen bowls of chop suey;

When the eighteenth was brought,


He became overwrought

and we watched as poor Louie went blooie!

There was an old man from Nantucket
Who kept all of his cash in a bucket


But his daughter, named Nan


Ran away with a man,

And as for the bucket, Nantucket!
