SOUND EFFECT DEVICES 
ALLITERATION – the repetition of words that begin with the 
  same consonant sound.
i.e.  
The big, the bold and the beautiful led the pack.

The wind whistled through the willows.
ONOMATOPOEIA – words that sound like the things for which 
     they stand.
i.e. 
buzz; scratch; pop; swish
ASSONANCE – the repetition of vowel sounds within words.
i.e.
mad as a hatter
