Classroom Guidelines

Use of technology – At no point are cell phones allowed in the class as a communication tool (phone calls, TEXTING, etc). Rewrites – are NOT automatic! You may be allowed to rewrite a major unit test that you feel did not meet your expectations.  To be able to rewrite a test, you must have completed the unit review on the test date. Reviews are handed in just prior to receiving the test, so you can use the review to study for the exam. These rewrites must be done in a timely fashion and the teacher reserves the right to deny a rewrite.

Classroom behaviour, including the continued improper use of electronics, and attendance will be considered when determining your ability to rewrite.

Missing Assignments – You are expected to complete all of the work assigned to you.  “Taking a Zero” is not an option.  You will be expected to keep up with your work and if you fail to do so, lunch hour Homework Club could be used to ensure that your work gets done in a timely fashion.  This does not apply through the entire semester. I will not accept an assignment that was due in February to be handed in during the month of May. As a general rule, you have until the date of the next unit exam to hand in any assignments or to make up any quizzes.
