TANKA
-another Japanese form of poetry that is almost an extension of the haiku

-is composed of 5 lines with the syllable counts:

1st line – 5 syllables


2nd line – 7      “


3rd line – 5      “


4th line – 7      “


5th line – 7      “

CINQUAIN
-is an American style of formula poetry

-composed of 5 lines with the following syllable (or word count):-



1st line – 2 syllables

(1 word)


2nd line – 4      “


(2 words)


3rd line – 6      “


(3 words)


4th line – 8      “


(4 words)


5th line – 2      “


(1 word)

-in this form, the poem seems to “extend” and “stretch” until it ends abruptly with a short, 2 syllable (1 word), final line
